Data from the Environment Agency has shown that bentazone (e.g. Nufarm’s Benta 480) is the approved 
pesticide in the UK most frequently found in groundwater and is also increasingly being found in surface 
water. 

If contamination of water sources continue, it is possible that the approval for bentazone could be revoked, 
resulting in the loss of all bentazone products with serious implications for a number of crops, especially peas 
and beans, linseed, onions and maize.
